   Adult Supervisors:  

  * School groups visiting Wildlife Prairie Park must be supervised at all times while on park  

     property.  We require 1 adult for every 10 students.  

   We require 1 adult chaperone to be responsible for a maximum of 10 students . 

¶ Students MUST stay with an adult chaperone at all times.  

¶ Never  feed the animals, with the exception of the domestic farm animals in the Pioneer Area.  

Feeding stations accept quarters only.  

¶ Do not climb  on or deface Park property.  This includes tearing leaves or branches from trees.  

¶ Enjoy the quiet, and walk.  Running is permitted only in       

playground areas.   

¶ Do not litter.  Please recycle when possible!  

¶  Food and drinks are not allowed on the animal trails.  
¶  Chewing gum is not allowed in the park.  

¶ Collecting flowers, twigs, feathers, etc. is not permitted.  
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TEACHER INFORMATION  

  

1. Spend time in class by incorporating wildlife, nature, or conservation themes into classroom activities.  We offer a 

variety of materials in our resource kits (see below for descriptions).  

2. Collect fees for admission and programs at least one day before the trip. All money should be held in the lead 

bus to expedite admission.  Cash, checks, VISA, Discover and MasterCard are accepted.  

3. Make nametags for your students .  For the health and safety of our animals, please attach nametags with yarn or 

string.  Just in case . . . choose a central location in the event children get separated from their chaperones.  

4. Inform your students and chaperones whether or not they will be visiting the Gift Shop . 

5. Dress for the weather .  Shoes and clothing should be comfortable.  Suggest wearing clothes that students wonõt 

mind getting dirty and dressing in layers to accommodate changing weather conditions.
